Assessment and Reporting in Nursery & Reception

Baseline Assessments (Beginning and End of the Year):

Nursery: Focus on the prime areas of learning — Personal, Social and Emotional Development,
Communication and Language, and Physical Development.

In Reception, baseline assessment is a combination of Ta’allum standardized baseline
assessment test in Reading, Communication, Language and Literacy, Maths and Personal and
Social Emotional development and teacher assessment in line with target tracker statements,
30-70% test to teacher assessment.

Ongoing Assessments (Checkpoints):

Teachers assess your child’s development regularly across all 7 EYFS areas of learning plus
Islamic Studies.

These include Communication & Language (English and Arabic), Personal & Social
Development, Physical Development, Mathematics, Literacy, Expressive Arts & Design,
Understanding the World, and Islamic Studies.

Mid-Semester Reports:

Midway through each semester, you will receive a report showing what your child has been
learning and how they are progressing.

Based entirely on teacher assessment, checked and agreed by leaders within the school and
across Ta’allum schools.
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End of Reception (End of EYFS Phase):

e Teachers report on your child’s progress against the 17 Early Learning Goals (ELGs).
e Assessments are based on classroom work, observations, and teacher knowledge.

e Results are moderated and compared to UK averages to give you a clear picture of your child’s
progress in relation to international standards.

What is a “Good Level of Development”:

A child considered to have reached a Good Level of Development (GLD) if, by end of the Early Years
Foundation Stage (EYFS), they are assessed as meeting the expected level in all 12 specified Early
Learning Goals (ELGs) from five key areas of learning:

e Prime areas:

o Communication and language (listening, attention & understanding, Speaking)
o Personal, social and emotional development (Self-regulation; Managing self, building
relationships).
o Physical development (Gross monitor skills, fine motor skills)
e Specified areas:
o Literacy (Comprehension, word reading, Writing)
o Mathematics (Number, numerical patterns)

So, to achieve GLD, a child must meet the expected level in all of these 12 ELGS.

Assessments are comprised of two major components which are designed to measure each
student’s attainment and progress:

Standardised test
e 60% of the grade is determined by standardised tests. These standardised tests, in semester
1 and 2 are to be conducted in normal school days. The rest of lessons will be dedicated to
review, application and consolidation of learning. The school will prepare an invigilation
plan where different homeroom teachers supervise tests for classes.

Classwork
e 20% of the grade is determined by in-class assessments, conducted during the
semester (maximum duration of 15 minutes per test, except for the Big Write). Short
comprehension, writing, spelling, grammar and vocabulary tests, speaking and listening
activities with similar criteria to previous assessments and rubrics agreed upon in
conjunction with Infant & Junior School Consultants, are to be included, alongside short
White Rose Maths and Science tests.

e 15% of the grade is based on various classroom activities the work recorded in books, and
quizzes (which could be online), practicals, oral presentations, investigations and smaller
assignments recorded in the students' copybooks. These specific opportunities for
assessment must be identified in the Schemes of Work. Reading texts such as Salford B,
alongside the ‘Big Write’ with similar criteria to previous assessments, and White Rose
Maths tests, with rubrics agreed upon in conjunction with Infant & Junior consultants are
to be included.

e All topics to be assessed are agreed across schools in co-ordination with Senior leaders and
the Infant & Junior Schools Consultants. They are subject to moderation under the
supervision of Head Teachers.

e In addition, 5% is contributed through homework.

EXAM SUBIJECTS

Standardised test — 60%

60% of the grade is determined by standardised tests. These standardised tests, in
semesters 1 and 2 are to be conducted during normal school days. The rest of lessons will
be dedicated to review, application and consolidation of learning. The school will prepare
an invigilation plan where different subject teachers supervise tests for classes.

Classwork — 40%

15% of the grade is determined by in-class assessments, conducted during the semester.
These may include short written assessments, quizzes and in-class scored work.

10% of the grade is based on the work recorded in student books. These may include
practicals, oral/written presentations, investigations and smaller assignments recorded in the
students' copybooks.

5% of the grade is based on student participation in/contributions to class discussions and
paired/group/project work.

In addition, 10% is contributed through homework.

NON-EXAM SUBIJECTS

Art and PE are teacher assessed classwork/practical work against rubrics that consider
learner outcomes, participation, teamwork and skills (100%).

The Holy Qur’an: Students’ performance in reciting and memorising the Holy Quran is
assessed through two ongoing assessments during each half semester. The weight for each
assessment is 50%.

Makarem is assessed as part of ongoing class activities against rubrics that consider learner
outcomes, teamwork and skills (80%), 10% participation and 10% for homework.

Life skills are assessed as part of ongoing class activities against rubrics that consider learner
outcomes, participation, teamwork and skills (90%), and 10% for homework.

Y11 Report Mock Session 2 - This will be for all subjects yet to be sat externally plus Islamic.

Y12 Report Mock Session 2 - This will be for all timetabled subjects.

Year 10 End of Year Exams: To support with the reporting process, Year 10 students will resit all
exams for any subjects they have not passed internally alongside KS3 in June.
